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THE WORLD WAR Il STARTED BY NAZI GERMANY

1* September 1939 — the first day of the World War II

On this very day, 4.45 a.m., the German Nazi TRieich started a bloody long world
war, attacking Poland from air, land and sea. Fireavy guns oSchleswig Holstein,
one of the Kriegsmarine’s heaviest warships, wenalmrding onWesterplattethe
Polish marine fortress nearby town of Gsla which sustained its position by 182
defenders for long seventeen days. In a front @viieGerman panzer troops on
ground and air forcekuftwaffe,the Polish Army, nearly 960.000 Polish officers and
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1 September 193%e World War Il started 17 September 193%he Soviet Union aggression
by the Nazi Germany against Poland with on Poland. The Red Army tanks and cavalry troops
bombardment on Westerplatte. grabbed the South-Eastern territories of Poland.

A Ribbentrop-Molotov Pact, the Pact between then@er Third Nazi Reich and the
Soviet Union, signed on 23 August 1939 in Moscollavwaed Stalin to send the Red
Army troops into Poland without any warning on lép&mber 1939. Due to disorien-
tation, significant parts of the Polish Army compgre “interned” by the Russians
without specific combats.

In the Polish history, the beginning of the WWdlaalled the September’'s Campaign.
The Campaign lasted until capitulation of the gah&teeberg’s Army on 6 October
1939.

Commissariat for Internal Affairs)

Those of Polish militaries who were taken prisor®r&ked Army have had no chance
to survive. In the spring of 1940, in forests oftKaand otherplaces of executign
nearly twenty five thousands of the Polish officetere murdered with a one-shot by
Soviet NKWD’s soldiers. Among them, were Polish @pians - Jézef BARAN-
BILEWSKI — the Olympian 1928, Stanis aw URBAN — tBeonze medallist Los An-
geles 1932, Zdzis aw KAWECKI — the Silver medallgerlin 1936and Kazimierz
Boche ski, the best Polish swimmer — the Olympian Betl¥36.

A part of Polish militaries managed to cross Pekgmanian border and via many
countries joined later military forces of Europeamuntries being in war with Hitler.

The world witnessed heroism of Polish pilots in Badtle of England and contribution

Polish engineers and scientists. The history ofbii#les of Monte Cassino, Tobruk,
Narvik, Arnhem, Breda and other places was writtéitn Polish blood and despera-
tion to liberate homeland from far away.

Thousands of militaries decided to stay in Polamdhe country under a bloody occu-
pation by Nazi Germany and Soviet Russia. Thous#nithe Polish young patriots
went into the underground National Army commandgdhe Polish government on
exile formed in London, the ever largest in thedmg of an underground military na-
tional movement.

Since July 1940, when Nazi Germany extended theinv&urope, about 3.1 million
militaries of allied armies were taken prisoners Msizi Germans and placed in
P.O.W. camps all around Europe.

As consequences of the World War 1l which startedEurope on 1 September 1939
and continued by Nazi Germany until capitulation ®May 1945, the Olympic
Games of 1940 and 1944 were cancelled.

THE POLISH PRISONERS OF WAR IN GERMAN CAMPS
The P.O.W. camps

During the 1939 September’'s Campaign, about 420Ra0i@h soldiers and 20.000 of-
ficers were captured by Germans and placed in cdargrisoners of War (P.O.W.)
in which prisoner’s rights were regulated by thewmtion of Geneva. In beginning,
during 1939-1940, the Polish prisoners were plac&8 camps. From 1942 they were
condensed in five main bigternment camp<Oflag Il C Woldenberg, Oflag Il D Gross
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Born, Oflag Il E Neubrandenburg, Oflag VI B 8sel and Oflag VII A Murnau, each
camp counting from up to seven thousands of thestPalilitaries.
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Two largest POW camps for
Polish officers — Oflag 1IC
Woldenberg and Oflag 1l D
Gross Born were located in
North-East Germany, in a
near vicinity

The camps were situated behind wired areas of Bthectares. Large camps of a
solid village size were divided into zones of reséd access.

Internal postal services in the P.O.W. camps
Organisation of Camp Posts

These huge numbers of the prisoners required ag@momn of external postal services,
including censorship system which was controlledGsrman military authorities.
However, there existed a great need for internadmanication and different stuff de-
livery between prisoners and camp’s organisations.

In first period, camp posts were limited to thelecting of out coming mails from

prisoners and delivery them to the German cengoddffice as well were distributing

incoming mails from families and relatives to prisos-of-war, delivered via the Ger-
man office. The release by Germans of restrictinrfree traffic of prisoners in the

camps opened possibility for organisation of falernal postal services. In 1942, in
four biggest Polish camps for officers (Oflag), Méoldenberg Oflag Il C, Gross Born
[I D, Murnau Oflag VII A and Neubrandenburg Ofldgd, internal postal administra-

tions were set up and services started with thenigeion of German authority. The
posts were operating on internal areas, not sudgetct German administration due to
international conventions. The postal administratias directly supervised by the
Polish Senior Commander of the camp whose dutgeimeral, was reporting to the
German commander of the camp on all aspects afaimp’s life.
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The Easter Greetings from the Sports Club “ORLEl\d®ed with “THEEASTER POST",
franked with “The WIDOW” stamp, cancelled with tth&ily cancel 5-6.4.142, OFLAG II C.
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First trial of organisational abilities took pladaring so called “the Easter Post” or-
ganized in Oflag Il C Woldenberg as a single evBrt, April 1942, with permission
of German authorities. A purpose of the trail wasl¢liver Eastern greetings between
prisoners and to collect funds for widows and orghim the homeland. About twenty
thousands stamps named “THE WIDOW” were distribud@iong prisoners. They
took the opportunity and sent huge number of podsciianked with this “stamp”

After success of the Easter Post, a regular WoklgnGamp Post was opened on May
7, 1942 and existed for the duration of the canap ihJanuary 25, 1945.

Postal services

The Post Management or Commission in each POW canmpbering 3-5 persons,
were responsible for the organisation and admatisin of the post, maintenance of
the postal traffic and the emission of postage ptaamnd other prints. The postal sys-
tems were based on experience of Polish postako$fiand pre-war organisation of
the national post. Internal military postal orgamisns operated in camps during fol-
lowing periods:

0 OFLAG Il C WOLDENBERG: 5-6 April 1942 (the EadRarst) and from 7V 1942 till 25 | 1945;

0 OFLAG VII A MURNAU: 6 Nov. 1942 till 28 April 1945

0 OFLAG Il D GROSS BORN: 3 Dec.1943 - 28 January194

0 OFLAG Il E NEUBRANDENBURG: 29 Jan. till 22 June 494

The camp posts connected not only thousands ofithdils who lived in the same
area, surrounded by barbed wires but also opermadhcmication with camp’s organi-
sations like among others libraries, hospitals rplaaies, and sports clubs. Each bar-
rack inhabited by the prisoners-of-war had a poatgncy. The postal services in-
cluded delivery of regular, express or registeredsrof different kind.

Postal emissions

Postal services were paid with camp currency (Lageka) and for this currency local
posts valued stamps, postal entries and miniataeets. Each official issue of the
camp post required approval of the Polish Senian@ander and the German censor-
ship office and was noted in official minutes oétRostal Commission, describing
purpose, paper/s used, definitive and trial col@appglied, designer’s details, etc. All
issues, as well as postal tariffs, were announcetfficial bulletins. The camp issues
have been classified by a research Group of thesHP&thilatelists Union as a legal
material produced by “THE POLISH MILITARY LOCAL PO OF THE P.O.W.
CAMPS”,[2] .

Printing processes of stamps
The printing processes of stamps and other posaisi were very primitive, since
each copy was produced individually from small waad made by “artist” engravers
that were among the prisoners. Engraving works werg popular among the prison-
ers who participated in several concourses.

Initially, the stamps were printed on scarps ofgragalvaged from newspaper mar-
gins, thus a wide variety of papers have been meiobectors. Later, the paper and
printing paints was supplied from abroad by the Redss shipments, mostly from
Sweden.

The colour for each stamp was selected by a postaimission after trials (marked
with “PROBA” on a back side of the stamp) and approved latéghdynanager of the

Camp Post.

Very often, printing series in designed colours evehorter due lack of sufficient
quantity of the same colour paint, thus coloureftés are met regularly.
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When the printing of stamps was finish, the nunddgrints was recorded into the of-
ficial minutes of the Commission and the woodenrixatas scratched diagonally or
vertically. Unregistered number of prints for pkeliec catalogue and commemorative
purposes was then produced.

In several publications such scratched stamps ta&en wrongly as a stamp proof in
black colour. An evident forgery of the “runnerasip is a stamp offered as printed on
a cigarette paper in light green colour.

Perforation and gum

Due to the lack of printing facilities and largdregts of paper, stamps were mostly
printed on single cuts of a paper, thus as finatlpct imperforated stamps, gummed
or not, stamps were issued. All issues of Woldemli@F Il C are imperforated. In
Gross Born and other two camps stamp “printers'dusevatch-wheel to perforate
each sheetlet of stamps by hand. When magnifiedogation of stamps produced
with this method has rectangular shape. Irregutapses and dimensions of stamps
were the consequence of this technique.

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The stamps issued in Oflag IID were completed wédtlgum made of sometimes
strange materials, like a shoes rubber sole. Tlsomers very often complained be-
cause of a “bad” taste of the stamp. Due to a aberbf all basic materials the gum
was spread over stamps, only, not on margins.

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Prisoner-of-war activities in camps

This is very important to learn about specific l#ad activities in the camps for the
Polish officers. It must be admitted that the @fic were one of the most educated
parts of the Polish society before the World WaiThus, being wired for nearly long
six years they have invented many initiatives taodsely for life after the liberation of
Poland from Nazi Germans and Soviets. The everysdigve in a freedom of the
homeland helped them to survive. Choirs, orchesttad theatrical groups were or-
ganised in POW camps behind the barbed wires. lid®iberg, for instance, staged
the opera “Aida” with a male chorus of 350 singdrisere were active study groups
for languages, religious services supported theqgpiat vigour, medical care was or-
ganised in hospitals and lazarets. Canteens amtedas were places for daily con-
tacts and cultural performances.

Important for living in the future free homelandsw&ie underground education organ-
ised by officers, academic teachers from pre-wditary schools. After the war, di-
plomas of the underground camp education were resed by some Polish universi-
ties after additional procedures.

In fact, a concept of issuing stamp by the camp pb©flag IIC Woldenberg came
out from officers who were philatelists. After sess of the Eastern Post, a philatelic
circle started activities and organized a compuetifor a design of the first camp post
stamp. By the end of 1944 the philatelic circlear@d about 300 members. Its mem-
bers actively initiated a lot of commemorative sswf camp post. Apart from meet-
ings and exchanges clubs in Woldenberg and Gross iBsues stamp catalogues with
detailed information about stamp issues and caatemtis,[3]. Prices were given in
cigarettes.

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Physical culture and sport

Physical training was absolutely crucial for prismto survive physically and men-
tally the years in the German’s captivity. Veryosity support came from captured
academic teachers of the Central Physical Instibditg®/arsaw and Poznaas well
from military instructors. Immediately, after beiptaced in camps, officers organised
physical training and sports activities, recallpdrss military clubs and circles. Build-
ing and using primitive sports facilities, or wititoany at all, several spectacular
sports events were organised in the POW camps.

The physical culture and sports activities werdgesystically organized at two levels,

i.e. first the mass physical culture for all prisosand also specialized courses for in-
structors. In camps were also active “military spalubs” which were based on pre-
war clubs for militaries. Main mission of the cardjpibs was to attract as much as

possible prisoners to do sport actively in ordeavoid so called “the barbed wire” ill-
ness.

The Olympic Year 1940 in Stalag Xl A Langewasser

Already in 1940, in the year of the Olympic Games$ielsinki, prisoners-of-war from
seven countries gathered by Germans in the saddiarnp Stalag in Langewasser, or-
ganised the “International Olympic Camp Games”. ghaees were held in full con-
spiracy, but all Olympic ceremonies as singingahthem, raising the flag and saying
the Oath were in place. The Anthem was played conab and the flag was raised up
in hands. Related memorabilia of Games belong tet fascinating treasuries of the
Museum of Sport and Tourism in Warsaw. No philatdibcuments were produced.

The Olympic Year 1944 in Oflag Il C Woldenberg

The culmination of sports activities in the PolR®W camps was demonstrated in the
Olympic Year 1944. In two camps OF Il C and OB)Ithe Camp Games were held
with official ceremonies, wide sport and culturabgrammes. Prisoners used they all
artistic skills and fantasy to produce postcaritkets, programmes, diplomas, com-
memorative sheets decorated with Olympic and gatrsymbolic.

The program (front page and inside) of the spat®nts during the “OLYMPIC YEAR 1944” held
in the Woldenberg Oflag lic, 23 VII — 13 VIII 194d¢luding the Olympic vignettes

Funds gathered form sales of the tickets for
sports events and the vignettes were used to buy
some equipment and extra food for competitors.
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The Camp “Olympic Games” of the Year 1944 startedNioldenberg on July 23,
1944. The opening ceremonies of the Games wereeofadlemn character. After the
Olympic flag was raised, the participants and thests listened to poetry, recitals glo-
rifying the successes of the past Olympiads. Thamkke forethought of one member
of the Camp Olympic Committee, the flag from thenpain Woldenberg was saved
from the war damages and is in the Sports MuseWwMadrsaw at the present time.

Thra#itary formations sketched in
the cancellation, as the ground forces, the nawythe airborne forces symbolize a
motto of the victory over the occupants of Polasaljing:“We will win at the ground,
in the air and on the sea”.

In the Gross Born Oflag IID the first meeting oéttCamp Olympic Committee” took
place on May 26, 1944. The games in Gross Boritest&0 July with the Olympic pa-
rade and closure ceremony took place on Augustl®284. Games were carefully
watched by Germans and an order to remove progecowers from machine guns
was issued by the camp commander.

The sports program included tournaments, compesitamd demonstrations in follow-
ing sports: track & field (runs — 100 meters, otadmim, 800 meters, 3000 mmeters,
4x100 meter relay), long and long jumps, shot diggcuss throw; football, handball,
basketball (demo), volleyball, boxing (demo), chégzart of sports events there were
several cultural events like an architecture esinibj patriotic song festival, competi-
tion in naval signalization (demo), choir concedabaret in the cafeteria, and many
others. On August 12, the Olympic Philatelic Exhdn was opened for the public!

On the first day of Games, 30 July 1944, the GBm%1 Camp Post issued a series of
three stamps promoting intensively the Games.

The bottom part of the 20 Pf stamp sheetlet wmighpropaganda cancellation for the duration of the
Games, 30 VII — 15 VIII 1944 and Gross Born CamptRaily postmark 2 VIII 44. The full printing
sheetlet of 50 Pf stamp belongs today to Olymgiector’s rarities.
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The design of the stamps and stationery, preséaely odzimierz Zieleniewski, re-
fers to the Olympic symbolism, but not only. Thed@ess of Victory, Nike was por-
trayed on 50 Pf camp stamp, symbolising the gresirel among prisoners of the vic-
tory over Nazi Germany. In parallel, it refers he tfirst ever-issued Olympic stamp,
on which the winged Goddess Nike as coach-womarslthe chariot to the victory.
It proofs a high philatelic sense and knowledgehef designer. Other two stamps of
this issue, ten- and twenty-pfennig value, featilme Olympic rings surrounded by
stylized laurel leaves. The total printing of tiesue included 5.137 of the 10 Pf value,
5.245 of the 20 Pf stamps and 4.702 of the fiftyidevalue.

The Gross Born Camp Post issued also a postabrsaayi with 10 Pf value. Due to a
shortage of printing paper and paints the statiomas issued in two sizes: 60 x 90
mm and 70 x 100 mm and on two paper varieties.
